Government Accountability Office—New Name for GAO

On July 7, 2004, President George W. Bush signed legislation, GAO Human Capital Reform Act of 2004.  One of the provisions allows for the name change from the General Accounting Office to the Government Accountability Office.  The legislation allows GAO to change its personnel practices, including permanent authority to grant early retirements and buyouts, merit pay, and more flexible rules on relocation and reclassification.
