Integrated Acquisition Environment Forges Ahead
The Integrated Acquisition Environment (IAE) is a key eGovernment initiative under the President’s Management Agenda. The IAE will create a shared services environment for agency procurement activities, as well as, to support agency mission performance. The IAE consists of five business areas that will create a common, integrated business process and data sharing procurement system:

1. Standard Transactions - Develop a standard glossary and vocabulary to facilitate the exchange of data between and within agencies. 

2. eMarketplace

Phase 1  

Provide a common on-line directory to GWAC (governmentwide acquisition contract) and other multi-agency contracts to simplify selection and facilitate leverage of Government buying. 

Phase 2

Centralize and integrate market research and acquisition tools by providing access to federal and open market eCatalogs, solicitations/responses, and small business opportunities to facilitate buying across the federal government.

3. Acquisition Information Reporting (AIR) - Implement a central point for consolidated collection and access of statistical and management information related to government acquisitions. Includes FPDS-NG, the modernized Federal Procurement Data System which went live in Oct. 2003.

4. Business Partner Network (BPN) - Deploy a single point of registration and validation of supplier data accessed by all agencies. Agencies were required to register in FedReg (Federal Agency Registration) by January 2003.  Contractors doing business with the Federal Government are required to register in the CCR (Central Contractor Registration) as of October 2003.

5. Intra-governmental Transactions (IGT) - Transform intra-governmental ordering and billing to enable universal electronic processes, reduce payment and collection problems, and enable swift and accurate revenue and expense elimination processes for preparing consolidated financial statements.  IT services greater than $100,000 and all rent transactions will be the first to be processed through the IGT exchange.  At this time there is a post implementation study being conducted by OMB to determine government-wide roll out.
