Zavada is Chief of the Financial Standards and Grants Branch in the Office of Federal Financial Management (OFFM) at the Office of Management and Budget (OMB).  At OMB, Mr. Zavada is responsible for developing financial management policies and leading financial management improvements government-wide and for entities receiving federal financial assistance.     

Prior to joining OMB he was Director of the Office of Financial Management at the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA).  At FAA, Mr. Zavada led financial management policy, issued FAA’s consolidated audited financial statements and implemented and maintained FAA’s financial management systems.  During his tenure, the FAA established a record of unqualified (clean) audit opinions, successfully accelerated financial reporting, issued the first FAA Performance and Accountability Report, resolved long-standing material internal control weaknesses in the area of property accounting, and established the FAA Audit Advisory Committee.

Mr. Zavada’s professional experience includes ten years with OMB prior to joining FAA.  In his prior roles at OMB, he was responsible for budget formulation and policy analysis for the $20 billion veterans health care program.  He also led the development of government-wide financial reporting policies while in OMB’s OFFM. 

Mr. Zavada has also worked in public accounting and auditing for Price Waterhouse and for Zavada and Associates, CPAs, where he provided services to primarily local government clients.    


Mr. Zavada holds a Maters Degree in Public Administration from the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs at Syracuse University and a Bachelors Degree in Accounting from Drexel University.
