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Developmental Assignments at JFMIP

Sandra Pierce, an Executive Potential Program (EPP) participant, is on a 60-day developmental assignment at JFMIP.  EPP is a Federal government program to develop the leadership qualifications of employees. The program is sponsored by USDA Graduate School.  She is working on a variety of financial management related assignments including: assisting with systems requirements for Insurance Claims, developing articles for the JFMIP News, and broadening her knowledge of federal financial management by participating in meetings with the JFMIP Steering Committee, and CFO Council Committee.  Ms. Pierce is a Unit Chief at the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), Division of Information Resources Management, in Arlington, Virginia, where she is responsible for supporting the Corporation’s data management program and overseeing the implementation of the Corporate Data Stewardship program.  

Jasbir Sarna is also an EPP participant on a two-month developmental assignment at JFMIP.  Ms. Sarna is working on projects related to financial management and government-wide initiatives under the President’s Management Agenda.  Some of her assignments include updating JFMIP Outreach Strategy for 2004, planning the update of system requirements for managing Federal property, and updating the online Federal Financial Management Directory.  Ms. Sarna interviewed a senior financial management executive who will be profiled in a future JFMIP newsletter.  Ms. Sarna plans to broaden her knowledge of federal financial management by participating in interagency meetings, such as JFMIP Steering Committee meetings.  Ms. Sarna is a chemist at the Industrial Chemistry Branch of the Office of Pollution Prevention, and Toxics at the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), where she is primarily responsible for reviewing new and existing commercial chemical submissions sent to the Agency under the Toxic Substances Control Act, a regulatory act for commercial chemicals under EPA regulations.
